If,	says	a	German	poet,	thou	wouldest	attain	to	thy	highest,	go	look
upon	a	flower,	and	what	that	does	unconsciously	do	thou	consciously.	In	Hebrew	poetry	a	moral	purpose	is	given	to	the	grass	on	the	mountain	side	and	the	flower	in	the	field,	and	we	are	taught	that	there	is	not	a	virtue	within	the	widest	range	of	human	conduct,	not	a	grace	set	on	high	for	mans	aspiration,	which	has	not	its	fitting	emblem	in	vegetable
life.Bible	Educator,	ii,	p.	179.For	the	general	comparison	of	a	righteous	man	to	a	tree,	comp.	Psalm	3:8	(the	olive),	Psalm	128:3	(vine);	Hosea	14:6	(olive	and	cedar).	Naturally	the	actual	kind	of	tree	in	the	poets	thought	interests	us.	The	oleander	suggested	by	Dean	Stanley	(Sinai	and	Palestine,	146),	though	answering	the	description	in	many	ways,
fails	from	its	want	of	fruit	to	satisfy	the	principal	condition.	For,	as	Bishop	Hall	says,	Look	where	you	will	in	Gods	Book,	you	shall	never	find	any	lively	member	of	Gods	house,	any	true	Christian,	compared	to	any	but	a	fruitful	tree.	Probably	the	palm	meets	all	the	conditions	best.	(Comp.	Psalm	92:12.)The	last	clause,	Whatsoever	he	doeth,	it	shall,	&c,	is
obscure	in	construction. For	this	purpose	no	time	is	amiss.And	he	shall	be	like	a	tree	-	A	description	of	the	happiness	or	prosperity	of	the	man	who	thus	avoids	the	way	of	sinners,	and	who	delights	in	the	law	of	God,	now	follows.	This	is	presented	in	the	form	of	a	very	beautiful	image	-	a	tree	planted	where	its
roots	would	have	abundance	of	water.Planted	by	the	rivers	of	water	-	It	is	not	a	tree	that	springs	up	spontaneously,	but	one	that	is	set	out	in	a	favorable	place,	and	that	is	cultivated	with	care.	The	word	"rivers"	does	not	here	quite	express	the	sense	of	the	original.	The	Hebrew	word	peleg,	from	palag,	to	cleave,	to	split,	to	divide),	properly	means
divisions;	and	then,	channels,	canals,	trenches,	branching-cuts,	brooks.	The	allusion	is	to	the	Oriental	method	of	irrigating	their	lands	by	making	artificial	rivulets	to	convey	the	water	from	a	larger	stream,	or	from	a	lake.	In	this	way,	the	water	was	distributed	in	all	directions.	The	whole	land	of	Egypt	was	anciently	sluiced	in	this	manner,	and	it	was	in
this	way	that	its	extraordinary	fertility	was	secured.	An	illustration	of	the	passage	may	be	derived	from	the	account	by	Maundrell	of	the	method	of	watering	the	gardens	and	orchards	in	the	vicinity	of	Damascus.	"The	gardens	are	thick	set	with	fruit	trees	of	all	kinds,	kept	fresh	and	verdant	by	the	waters	of	the	Barady	....	This	river,	as	soon	as	it	issues
out	of	the	cleft	of	the	mountain	before	mentioned,	into	the	plain,	is	immediately	divided	into	three	streams,	of	which	the	middlemost	and	largest	runs	directly	to	Damascus,	and	is	distributed	to	all	the	cisterns	and	fountains	of	the	ciy.	The	other	two,	which	I	take	to	be	the	work	of	art,	are	drawn	round,	the	one	to	the	right,	and	the	other	to	the	left,	on
the	borders	of	the	gardens,	into	which	they	are	let	out,	as	they	pass,	by	little	rivulets,	and	so	dispersed	over	all	the	vast	wood,	insomuch	that	there	is	not	a	garden	but	has	a	fine,	quick	stream	running	through	it."	Trav.,	p.	122.A	striking	allusion	to	trees	cultivated	in	this	manner	occurs	in	Ezekiel	31:3-4	:	"Behold,	the	Assyrian	was	a	cedar	in	Lebanon,
with	fair	branches,	and	with	a	shadowing	shroud,	and	of	a	high	stature,	and	his	top	was	among	the	thick	boughs.	The	waters	made	him	great,	the	deep	set	him	up	on	high,	with	his	rivers	running	round	about	his	plants,	and	sent	out	his	little	rivers	unto	all	the	trees	of	the	field."	So	Ecclesiastes	2:4	:	"I	made	me	pools	of	water,	to	water	therewith	the
wood	that	bringeth	forth	trees."	No	particular	kind	of	tree	is	referred	to	in	the	passage	before	us,	but	there	are	abundant	illustrations	of	the	passage	in	the	rows	of	willow,	oranges,	etc.,	that	stand	on	the	banks	of	these	artificial	streams	in	the	East.	The	image	is	that	of	a	tree	abundantly	watered,	and	that	was	flourishing.That	bringeth	forth	his	fruit	in
his	season	-	Whose	fruit	does	not	fall	by	the	lack	of	nutriment.	The	idea	is	that	of	a	tree	which,	at	the	proper	season	of	the	year,	is	loaded	with	fruit.	Compare	Psalm	92:14.	The	image	is	one	of	great	beauty.	The	fruit	is	not	untimely.	It	does	not	ripen	and	fall	too	soon,	or	fall	before	it	is	mature;	and	the	crop	is	abundant.His	leaf	also	shall	not	wither	-	By
drought	and	heat.	Compare	Job	8:16,	note;	Job	15:32,	note.	It	is	green	and	flourishing	-	a	striking	image	of	a	happy	and	a	prosperous	man.And	whatsoever	he	doeth	shall	prosper	-	This	is	a	literal	statement	of	what	had	just	been	put	in	a	figurative	or	poetic	form.	It	contains	a	general	truth,	or	contains	an	affirmation	as	to	the	natural	and	proper	effect	of
religion,	or	of	a	life	of	piety,	and	is	similar	to	that	which	occurs	in	1	Timothy	4:8	:	"Godliness	is	profitable	unto	all	things,	having	promise	of	the	life	that	now	is,	and	of	that	which	is	to	come."	This	idea	of	the	effect	of	a	life	of	piety	is	one	that	is	common	in	the	Scriptures,	and	is	sustained	by	the	regular	course	of	events.	If	a	man	desires	permanent
prosperity	and	happiness,	it	is	to	be	found	only	in	the	ways	of	virtue	and	religion. "By	the	rivers	of	water;"	so	that	even	if	one	river	should	fail,	he	hath	another.	The	rivers	of	pardon	and	the	rivers	of	grace,	the	rivers	of	the	promise	and	the	rivers	of	the	communion	with	Christ,	are	never-failing
sources	of	supply.	He	is	"like	a	tree	planted	by	the	rivers	of	water,	that	bringeth	forth	his	fruit	in	his	season;"	not	unseasonable	graces,	like	untimely	figs,	which	are	never	full-flavoured.	But	the	man	who	delights	in	God's	Word,	being	taught	by	it,	bringeth	forth	patience	in	the	time	of	suffering,	faith	in	the	day	of	trial,	and	holy	joy	in	the	hour	of
prosperity.	Fruitfulness	is	an	essential	quality	of:	a	gracious	man,	and	that	fruitfulness	should	be	seasonable. Isaiah	54:17	Isaiah	54:17	is	one	of	the	most	quoted	Bible	verses	and	a	source	of	encouragement	for	countless	believers.	For	many,	these	words	have	become	a	personal
declaration	of	faith:No	weapon	formed	against	me	shall	prosper.	However,	in	doing	so	its	easy	to	lose	sight	of	the	context	and	miss	the	true	meaning	of	Isaiah	54:17.	In	this	blog	post,	we	are	going	to	look	at	Isaiah	54:17	in	context.	And	in	doing	so	we	will	see	that	this	verse	doesnt	just	speak	to	Israel	thousands	of	years	ago,	but	also	has	a	powerful
message	for	us	today.	Whatever	you	are	facing	in	life	right	now	this	passage	offers	encouragement	and	a	powerful	reminder	of	Gods	sovereignty.	Lets	take	a	closer	look	at	the	promise	of	this	verse	and	see	what	it	has	for	us	today.	The	Context	Of	Isaiah	54:17	To	fully	grasp	what	Isaiah	54:17	means,	we	have	to	start	by	looking	at	what	led	to	these
words	being	written.	The	book	of	Isaiah	is	one	of	the	most	famous	books	of	prophecy	and	one	of	the	most	important	books	in	the	Bible.	Isaiah	focuses	on	Gods	judgment	of	sin	and	holds	a	strong	emphasis	on	his	grace.	Its	clear	to	see	Christs	coming	redemptive	work	foretold.Isaiah	also	speaks	of	Gods	holiness,	justice,	and	grace,	while	also	pointing	to
the	coming	Messiah	who	will	ultimately	fulfill	Gods	promises.	Isaiah	54	follows	a	powerful	Messianic	prophecy	found	in	Isaiah	53,	which	foretold	the	suffering	and	triumph	of	Jesus.	Chapter	54	shifts	focus	to	a	message	of	restoration	and	hope	for	Jerusalem.	The	city	had	been	destroyed	by	the	Babylonians,	and	the	people	of	Israel	were	lost	and
confused.	Things	were	hopeless,	and	it	seemed	like	Gods	promises	werent	going	to	come	true.	In	this	context,	Isaiah	delivers	a	promise	of	renewal.	The	prophet	paints	a	vivid	picture	of	Jerusalems	restoration,	comparing	the	city	to	a	barren	woman	who	will	bear	children	again,	symbolizing	Israels	rebirth.	God	assures	His	people	that	their	shame	and
suffering	will	be	redeemed.	Isaiah	54:11-17	highlights	Gods	protection.	God	promises	to	not	just	rebuild	Jerusalem	but	to	make	it	grand.	This	is	not	just	a	physical	restoration,	but	spiritual	as	well.	Nothing	and	no	one	will	be	able	to	stand	against	Gods	people.	This	is	what	leads	us	to	the	verse	we	are	looking	at.	To	help	you	better	understand	the
meaning	of	Isaiah	54:17	Im	going	to	break	this	verse	down	into	four	sections.	After	this	we	will	look	at	how	this	verse	applies	to	our	lives	today.	Isaiah	starts	this	verse	off	by	reassuring	his	readers	that	God	is	in	control.	Israel	has	faced	enemies	in	the	past	and	will	face	more	in	the	future.	And	they	might	be	tempted	to	look	at	the	strength	and	weapons
of	their	enemies.	But	instead	they	should	look	at	who	has	created	all	things.	The	word	prosper	means	to	succeed.	In	other	words	they	will	be	ineffective.	Israels	enemies	will	not	have	lasting	success	against	Gods	people.	At	the	end	of	the	day	God	wins,	and	his	people	will	prosper,	not	the	enemies	weapons.	The	promise	of	Isaiah	54:17	is	that	the
weapons	yielded	against	Israel	will	be	ineffective.	In	other	words,	that	Gods	promises	are	still	true.	Not	only	are	weapons	of	steel	ineffective,	but	so	is	the	tongue	that	accuses.	Gods	truth	will	refute	the	lies	of	our	enemies.	Isaiah	is	encouraging	his	readers	to	not	listen	to	the	words	and	insults	that	are	said	against	them.	They	are	empty.	Only	Gods
words	will	prevail.	That	means	that	we	do	not	need	to	worry	about	what	others	say	about	us	or	the	direction	culture	tells	us	to	go.	Instead	we	should	follow	God	because	hes	leading	us	to	a	place	of	prosperity.	The	promise	to	the	nation	of	Israel	in	Isaiah	54:17	is	that	God	will	deliver	them.	This	is	a	common	theme	all	throughout	the	book	and	the	entire
Bible.	This	passage	is	pointing	us	to	the	salvation	we	can	find	in	the	Lord.	This	is	the	heritage	of	Gods	people.	Even	though	things	might	look	daunting	from	where	we	stand,	God	will	lead	us	through.	He	is	bigger	than	the	storms	we	face.	And	nothing	that	comes	against	us	will	have	the	ultimate	say.	God	will	protect	his	children,	and	we	will	find	victory
in	him.	The	ultimate	fulfillment	of	this	promise	is	ultimately	found	in	Christ.	He	will	deliver	his	people.	Dr	Tom	Constable	says	this	about	Isaiah	54:17,	The	historical	setting	for	the	fulfillment	of	this	prophecy	is	the	time	following	the	Servants	full	redemption	of	His	people.	This	full	redemption	will	take	place	at	His	second	advent.	Even	though	Jesus
Christ	died	for	our	sins	and	defeated	Satan	during	His	first	advent,	He	has	not	yet	destroyed	the	effects	of	sin	in	the	creation,	including	humanity,	or	punished	Satan.	He	will	do	this	at	His	second	advent.	Thus,	the	joy	Isaiah	described	in	this	chapter	will	come	to	fruition	during	the	Millennium,	and	thereafter,	throughout	eternity.	Because	of	Jesus	you
can	confidently	say	no	weapon	formed	against	me	shall	prosper.	Jesus	has	rescued	his	people	and	nothing	can	separate	Gods	people	from	their	creator.	Now	that	weve	looked	at	the	meaning	of	Isaiah	54:17	I	want	to	end	by	looking	at	how	this	passage	applies	to	our	lives	today.Heres	two	ways	this	verse	applies	to	our	lives	today.	When	we	face	trials
and	hardships	its	tempting	to	look	at	the	weapons	formed	against	us.	And	while	the	enemy	that	we	are	facing	is	strong,	God	is	stronger.	Therefore,	we	should	lift	our	eyes	and	focus	on	God	rather	than	whats	happening	around	us.	God	will	not	let	anything	happen	to	his	children.	He	is	with	you,	he	is	for	you,	he	will	lead	you.	Look	to	him.	Isaiah	is
reminding	his	readers	in	this	passage	of	Gods	promises.	They	are	in	the	middle	of	a	storm	and	might	be	tempted	to	think	Gods	promises	arent	true.	Isaiah	is	reminding	them	that	just	because	God	hasnt	doesnt	mean	God	wont.	When	the	storms	of	life	come	it	can	seem	like	God	isnt	in	control.	But	he	is.	Hes	working	everything	together	in	his	timing.
