Make sure the student’s name is spelled correctly and that letters in words weren’t interchanged like “ot” instead of “to.” Here is a checklist of things to look out for when creating comments. Always write the truth. Be specific. Write clear, simple, and concise. Avoid educational jargon and terms. Use synonyms instead of
repeating the same words. Write sentences of different lengths. Generally, comments should be in line with the student’s grades. The comments should be in context to the rest of the assessment.
