Taylor Malvin to dive for a sinking liner to center by Paige Sinicki, With how fast these Ducks players are, if that ball gets a couple of inches farther away from Malvin after she knocked it down, that's another run for the Ducks. Either way, they have two runners in scoring position now and just one out.Great minds think alike -- cause I was also
thinking an extra base hit would be great for her mentally.And if anything will get Rylee McCoy's confidence back, it's a homer. I don't think the many fans at Devon Park would mind seeing one of those tonight.It's been all small-ball here so far in this one, as neither team has tallied an extra-base hit yet tonight. Make no mistake, while both lineups
are full of speedsters, they also have their fair share of power bats. Kedre Luschar might not be the one to do that for Oregon to start the inning, but the heart of the Ducks' lineup is coming up. Insurance runs are definitely gonna be key in this one.B3 - Oregon 2, Ole Miss A double play and a fly ball, and Lyndsey Grein is out of a jam after Ole Miss
got the first two runners on base with no outs. That double play was huge.You've gotta feel for Rylee McCoy, who has recorded two errors in three innings so far. That line drive she took to the face in the regional final against Stanford was scary. The fact that she came back to bat last week in the Super Regional was so impressive. But right now, she
seems a little unsure in the field (which is completely understandable). And as a freshman, she doesn't have a ton of experience to draw on. Parker.Right when it seemed like OU softball's road to a fifth consecutive national title was going to be a lot tougher, Sooners star Ella Parker
connected with a three-run blast to lift coach Patty Gassoand thesecond-seeded Soonersover Tennessee 4-3 to begin the Women's College World Series Thursday at Devon Park in Oklahoma City.OU will face Texas Saturday after the Longhorns knocked off Florida 3-0 in the first game of the day.Sooners starter Sam Landry allowed one earned run on
eight hits and walked four while only striking out two in seven innings. Volunteers starter Karlyn Pickens allowed four earned runs on five hits and struck out eight.Perhaps OU's only bright spots against Pickens came in the first inning when Ella Parker smacked a solo home run and the walkoff. The two big flys were just the seventh and eighth home
runs surrendered by Pickens this season.The four-time defending WCWS champion Sooners are in the WCWS for the ninth consecutive time the second-longest streak of all-time behind Arizona's record 16 consecutive appearances from 1988-2003.Here's a recap of the Sooners' walk-off win:The Sooners were facing bases loaded with one out.Pitching
coach Jennifer Rocha called for a meeting with Sam Landry before ultimately sticking with her to get OU out of the inning. Florida softball was held to one hit and no runs vs. Texas in the Womens College World Series.Almost a year later to the day, the Gators suffered a similar fate vs. the Longhorns on Thursday at Devon Park in OKC.UF fell 3-0 to UT in the opening game of the 2025 Womens College World Series. It is the teams first loss in its WCWS opener since 2019.
That was also the last time Florida got swept in the WCWS.Tegan Kavan, who curtailed the Gators in the squads regular season games in March, kept that going Thursday. From the start, Florida struggled to hit her. Unlike the Georgia games in the Super Regionals, the Gators didnt leave runners on base they flat out just couldnt plate runners. Only
five of UFs 21 outs went into the outfield. Twelve were groundouts.The meat of UFs lineup struggled. Reagan Walsh, Kendra Falby and Jocelyn Erickson all went hitless. Taylor Shumakers hit was an infield single.On the other side, Keagan Rothrock kept Florida in it as best she could against the Longhorns' lethal offense. She let one pitch get away
from her in the second a leadoff home run to Joley Mitchell. The ace got herself out of every other jam, but the Longhorns made her work. By the time she was pulled in the sixth inning, Rothrock was at 105 pitches. Thats critical with Florida now needing to play Friday night.In that sixth, Mitchell hit her second home run of the game to center on a
ball that went just out of reach for another spectacular Falby grab.Katie Stewarts homer that followed wasnt close. It was a mammoth blast to right. Coach Tim Walton used three other pitchers in the final two innings and all prevented Texas from scoring runs. Ultimately, though, it didnt matter as UF couldnt secure a hit in the final six at-bats.Florida
will face the winner of Oklahoma vs. Tennessee the second game Thursday Friday evening at 7 p.m. or 9:30 p.m. ET from OKC.Texas goes down 1-2-3 despite the pitching change from Miller to Katelynn Oxley with one out. UF will need three runs to send the game to extras as Erickson will lead off, followed by Otis and Brown.Texas gives Florida a
taste of its own medicine as Walsh grounds into a double play to end the inning for UF. Taylor Shumaker is thrown out at second on the play, and Florida will need three runs at least in the seventh to force extras.Brown allowed two hits in two batters, so Walton brings in Olivia Miller. She gets a big groundout double play to end the inning and allow
no more UT runs to cross. Florida, though, needs some runs of its own as it trails Texas 3-0 into the sixth.After innings of keeping the Longhorns down, Florida just can't do so again. Mitchell and Stewart go back-to-back for Texas. Mitchell's homer her second of the game was just out of reach for Falby. Stewart's, meanwhile, was blasted well over the
right field wall. UT now leads UF 3-0 in the sixth inning as Ava Brown has replaced Rothrock.The bottom of Florida's lineup can't produce as Williams, Cahalan and Holtorf go down in order. 9 seed Bruins to turn around and get a walk-off, two-run home run in the bottom half of the inning for a 4-2 victory.Ole Miss was dealt a different kind of pain in a 1-0 loss to No. 12 Texas Tech on Thursday, managing only two baserunners and striking out 10 times against Red Raiders ace NiJaree Canady.Though the loser of the matchup will head
